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her well-being and that of society, is formed through education. This requires an
equal distribution of educational opportunities among the people. Today, with
the change in educational processes due to the growth of communication
technologies and the role of Covid 19, access to the Internet and government
spending, along with other relevant factors in the literature have affected
educational inequality. Based on the importance of education in economic
development and progress, this study investigates the impact of Internet access
on educational inequality in the selected West Asian countries during the period
2010-2019 using the panel Fully Modified Ordinary Least Squares method
(FMOLS).The results of the model estimation show that public government
expenditures, Internet access and investment have a negative and significant
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1. Introduction

An important part of a person's human
capital, which affects his own well-being
and the society as well, is formed through
education. The equal distribution of
educational opportunities among people is
very important in reducing inequality and
improving well-being. Hence, it is one of
the main concerns of policymakers around
the world. The continuation of inequality
among the people within a country can
have dire consequences on the country’s
development programs, its survival and
political stability. Poverty, inequality,
discrimination, corruption, environmental
destruction, improper use of natural and
human resources, high unemployment
rate, expansion of the public sector,
economic and political instability are some
of the challenges that developing
countries face. The development and
stability of a country's economy depends
to some extent on its political and social
stability, which in turn depends on the
process of realizing the rights of the
people of thatcountry. Inequality in

educational opportunities can lead to
income inequality in a country.
Eradication of inequalities is one of the
important goals of economic development
policy in many countries, including the
West Asian countries.

Educational inequality is a concept that
attracted the attention of many
researchers in the 70s and 80s of the 20th
century. Examining the history of
education and its evolution over time
shows that education had a class nature all
over the world until one or two centuries
ago. The owners of wealth and power had
a monopoly on education and tried to ask
for special education for their children to
achieve special responsibilities. The work

of the poor people in the society was
mostly craftsmanship; they inevitably
employed their children in the same work.
Therefore, it is very important to
investigate the roots of inequality,
especially educational inequalities, to
apply appropriate policies to reduce it and
establish justice in various strata of
society. However, most of the studies in
the field of educational inequality are on
the effect of income inequality and gender
inequality on educational inequality and
fewer address other determinants of
educational inequality, such as the
expansion of communication technology
and the possibility of using it to strengthen
educational processes, which is the goal of
this study.

Various factors have an effect on
educational  inequality: = government
expenditures and investments, improving
the business environment, unemployment
and inflation rates, income inequality,
gender discrimination are among them.
However, with the change in the education
conditions of the countries and the
expansion of virtual and online education,
the role of the mentioned factors has
diminished partially. Since 2019, due to the
spread of the Covid-19 disease,
governments around the world have
replaced face-to-face education with
virtual education to prevent the spread of
this virus. With the change in educational
processes, due to the growth of
communication technologies and the role
of the Covid-19 epidemic, access to the
Internet and government spending on it
became important along with other
factors  affecting the  educational
inequality.

2. Methods

This study studies the impact Internet
access on educational inequality using the
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data of the selected countries of West Asia
(Jordan, Armenia, Iran, Turkey, Azerbaijan,
Iraq, Palestine, Cyprus, Georgia, Lebanon,
Yemen and the occupying regime of Quds)
for the period of 2010 to 2019. The
research hypothesis is that Internet access
reduces educational inequality. In this
regard, first, with the help of Kao (1999)
and Pedroni (2001) co-integration tests,
the long-term relationship between the
variables of the model was investigated.
Then, the model was estimated using the
Fully Modified Ordinary Least Squares
(FMOLS) method due to its unique

features, such as high consistency,
asymptotically normality, and
unbiasedness.
3. Results

The results of the model estimation show
that the public expenditure of the
government, internet access, and
investment have had a significant reducing
effect on educational inequality in the
studied countries, which means that these
variables have led to a more equal
distribution of education among people.
Also, another empirical finding is that
income inequality and gender inequality
both significantly increase educational
inequality in West Asian countries.

4. Conclusion

Due to the negative impact of internet
access on educational inequality, the
selected countries of West Asia should
provide suitable platforms and
infrastructures for all people to access
internet networks to reduce educational
inequalities among different strata of the
society. Also, it is better for the
governments to amend the budget laws in
such a way that more resources are
provided to reduce inequalities, especially
inequality in education.
